First, what is a Precinct Caucus? 
A precinct caucus is a meeting of members of a political party to nominate candidates, write platforms and elect delegates to county-wide party conventions. Caucuses are held in homes, schools, churches or other gathering places convenient to a voter's home or residence. Today, however, most are held in larger facilities to ensure the meeting place is accessible to all. 

While some states conduct presidential primary elections, other states, like Colorado, conduct precinct caucuses to voice their choice for a presidential candidate. The precinct caucuses are held by the Colorado Democratic and Republican political parties.

Second, who can attend a caucus? 
Anyone who is a registered voter in the Democratic or Republican Party can participate. Colorado does not allow unaffiliated (Independent) voters to participate in the caucus system. 

To participate in a caucus on February 5, 2008, you must know your precinct and attend the caucus for your precinct. 
To find your precinct, click precinct and answer the questions regarding name, address, and birthday. You will get your voter registration information returned. Note: The last two digits of the "Precinct Number" will be your precinct. 

If you are a registered Democrat, you may find your caucus location at demscaucus 

If you are a registered Republican, you may find your caucus locations at rep_caucus 

If you are not registered to vote or if you are registered as an Independent voter, you may attend as a spectator only.

How can I contribute to a Party Platform? 
If you are a registered participant in a Colorado Republican or Democratic caucus, you are eligible to contribute to your respective party platform. Each party caucus will request draft resolutions from the caucus participants. Caucus-initiated resolutions typically include a brief statement of a problem or issue of importance to the submitter and a recommendation that a specific action be adopted in the 2008 Republican or Democratic Platform. Depending on the level of interest at the caucus level, the resolution may be voted upon by the caucus participants. Fnally, the resolution may include brief supporting statements in corroboration of the issue and the recommendation. The submitter is allowed to submit a legible, hand-written resolution but please remember that the resolutions are ideas, not finished legal documents. The resolution, with the results of a vote, if taken, will be forwarded by the caucus leaders to the county party chairperson for consideration at the county party assembly.
